OUR FREE CLINIC IS MORE THAN A CLINIC...
...it is a safety net and a medical home. In December of 2008, a 54-year-old female was approved for services at
the Clinic.  She received chiropractic treatment for degenerative disc disease, screening for breast and cervical
cancer, counseling for depression and anxiety, in addition to primary care to control hypertension, elevated
cholesterol and other acute conditions.  She had tried on several occasions to qualify for disability benefits.  Her
financial situation steadily became worse as she could not work due to her back and mental conditions.  While
living alone in a trailer, receiving only food stamps and some family assistance, her depression spiraled downward.
Sally Robinson, a volunteer counselor, took her case on with vengeance.  She wrote to Congressman Spratt and
acquired donations to pay the patient’s utilities.  In December 2009, our patient was approved for disability and
Medicare.  On her last Clinic appointment she was hopeful that she could stay in her trailer and receive healthcare
for the rest of her life.  This patient, who was living on the edge, received a hand up and benefited from the
professionalism of Clinic volunteers.

A total of 475 new patients came to the Clinic seeking medicine and medical care in the first half of 2010.  The
number per month doubled in June when unemployment benefits were not extended.  Volunteers have been tested
to respond to this increased need.  Work here is seen as a ministry that embodies a caring spirit throughout this
Clinic…. our Community Medical Clinic.

CLINIC CLASSIC
The Third Annual Clinic Classic attracted 150 participants on
Saturday April 24, 2010.  The USTAF sanctioned course began
and ended at the Clinic on 110-C DeKalb Street in Camden.
Most runners welcomed the light refreshing rain. Torill Nelson
and her organizing committee raised $12,500 to provide medi-
cine and medical care for the Clinic’s uninsured patients from
Kershaw County.
