2009 ANNUAL  CAMPAIGN RAISES $115,000

THIRD CLINIC CLASSIC TO RUN ON SAT, APRIL  24, 2010

course travels throughout historic Camden. One hundred and twenty runners participated in the 2009 race.  The
organizing committee, chaired by Torill Nelson, hopes to raise that number by 50% in 2010.
