Director, SusanWitkowski, responds to the question,
How is the economy affecting the Clinic?

This question comes up frequently due to the significant increase in unemployment in Kershaw County ovef the
past yearAs you can expect, there is a direct correlation between the loss of jobs and the loss of health ifgsur
ance. Since the beginning of the year have experienced a 50 % rise in the number of new patients, those
seeking assistance for the first time. New patients often bring us lists of medicines from doctors who havegoeen
their health care providers for a long time. What is worse? Is it people we have been treating for a while vjho
never had a primary care doctor or patients who are not able to continue with the doctor who has been gjpart of
their family for a long time? The conversations | have with new patients are much different. These are famfies
seeking medical care, not for one membaet for the entire familyEvery day we see young parents looking fo
medicine to manage a chidddsthma, adults with high blood pressure or out of control diabetes. More and rfpore
we see health care situations that have reached a crisis level.

While there has been an increase in the number of new patients, there has also been a decrease in dongions. F
example, rising unemployment leads to a decrease in payroll deductions to th&\agit€ldis results in cuts to
UnitedWay partner agencies such as the Community Medical CAmeduction in tax revenue to Kershaw

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Technology Update

There are many technological upgrades coming to the Community

Medical Clinic. During my time as an intern here, we have implemented
three new software projects: encounter forms, LabRetriever
ReminderPro. Our next task is to increase the dinigfreach on the
Internet with Facebook and other social networking programs.

ENCOUNTER FORMS

On June 1, we started using encounter forms. These forms,
which look just like those you would find in any doc¢sasfice, use
CPT4 procedure codes and ICD-9 diagnosis codes to estimate the
cost of these serviced/e have included general, chiropractic, mental
health, and physical therapy servio&ishough we never chge for
these at the clinic, this information will be used for reporting purposes.

LABRETRIEVER

The next project we started was the LabRetriever phone system.

This was a more time intensive project with a few bumps along the way
but the system is now fully functional. This program allows patients to
listen to a voice recording of their lab results at any time, even when the
clinicis closed. This is especially useful since the phone numbers of
patients often change making itffdifillt to contact them directlyin the

near future, we would like to add medication arrival as part of this
system to let patients know when their medications are ready for pick

up.
REMINDERPRO

The third software project was ReminderPro, an appointment re-

minder program. This phone system calls patients two business days
before their scheduled time. This program has only been running for a
week, but has already reduced the number of missed appointments.
