ANNUAL CAMPAIGN KICKS OFF DECEMBER 1, 2008

Campaign Chairman, Jim Burns, enthusiastically regbaisthe Clinic has raised 87% of its $110,000
goal. The Annual Campaign is the fundraiser which cover€ost of Clinic operations.

For ten years the Community Medical Clinic of KemsHaounty has treated the health care needs of the
county’s low income residents who have no health inggraits success has been accomplished by a cadre
of over 100 volunteers from the medical profession aaccommunity. The Clinic is the recipient of
medications valued at 1 1/2 million dollars from pharmacaltompanies through their Patient Assistance
Programs. All of these components equal $12.50 for every $ibrdied.

According to Burns, “reaching the goal will enable us t@ethmecreasing needs.” Patient service
requirements and visits are higher than ever, due intpanicreased layoffs and an unfortunate economy.
Total patient visits have risen from 2,698 in 2007 to 4059 in 2008; @5@ patients were added. The
Clinic serves all of Kershaw County; treating 18% sfaatients from the West Wateree. This year the
committee recruited many new members from Lugoff, Elgi Bethune, virtually doubling its size.
Thanks are due to Jim Burns and Marshall Waters for addiegated cadre of volunteers who more
widely represent the residents of Kershaw County.

The Annual Campaign will wrap up in February, 2009. All dmms are tax free and are most appreciated.
